Transition 2 (T2) 
Key skills include: 

�x Express views about people, places and the environment.  
�x Use and make a variety of maps and plans and compare them.  
�x Begin to ask geographical questions and be able to observe and record findings. 
�x Recognise what places are like and be able to identify, features, such as landscape, weather, jobs, 

services. 
�x Be able to use a range of geographical vocabulary (for example, hill, river, motorway, near, far, north, 

south, east, west.) 
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�x Use accounts, pictures and photographs to find out about locations 
�x Recognise how places have become the way they are and how they are changing.

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�x Present geographical information in a wide variety of ways, including different sorts of maps, flow 
charts, field sketches, photographs, graphs, annotated cross sections, tabular presentation of data and 
land use maps.
